What it is:

· A nominee could be recognized for expertise in the areas of clinical practice, research, or professional education, or a combination of these.

· A nominee could be recognized for expertise in the areas of clinical practice, research, or professional education, or a combination of these.

· Nominee(s) would have earned a national prominence in his/her field as a result of contributions made over many years.

· A nominee may or may not be a current member of AACVPR
Distinguished Service Award

What it is:

The Distinguished Service Awards are presented to individual(s) whose leadership, ideas, committee work have significantly benefited the AACVPR as an organization.  More than one Distinguished Service Award may be presented in any given year.

Criteria:
